2005 Humminbird / Minn Kota Kirkleagh Klassic

COMPETITION RULES

1. Competition prizes will be awarded to catches nearest to the “secret length” determined prior to commencement of competition. In the event of more than one competitor meeting the exact length, the first competitor measuring in shall be the winner.

2. All fish measured in must be caught from the waters or shores of Lake Somerset inside competition hours.

3. A maximum of 2 of each eligible species per session can be measured in per competitor. Teams may continue to fish & measure-in; in a catch & release only manner for the duration of the session.

4. Fish must be measured in whole; the management reserves the right to gut and gill any fish.

5. Queensland Fishing Regulations will apply with the exception that each fisher person will be restricted to two (2) lines.

6. All competitors must measure in his or her own fish.

7. Fish may be iced down but not frozen.

8. All fish must be measured on the official rulers provided by the management committee, operated by officials. Any extraordinary large fish i.e. Mary River Cod or Saratoga may be measured by officials using a tape measure.

9. Competitors must produce competitor cards to measure in fish.

10. Fish presented for measuring must be caught on rod and reel or hand line.

11. The Somerset & Wivenhoe Fish Stocking Assoc. decision is final and the Committee retains the right to withhold any cash, prizes or trophies pending investigation and no correspondence will be entered into.

12. No prizes will be exchanged or credited.

13. Any prizes not collected by 1:00 PM on Sunday 16 October 2005 will become the property of the Somerset & Wivenhoe Fish Stocking Association.

14. The Somerset & Wivenhoe Fish Stocking Assoc. reserves the right to exclude or disqualify any person whom the Committee consider need to be without giving any reason whatsoever. Bad behavior will not be tolerated.

15. The competitor nominated Hereby Acknowledges that the Somerset & Wivenhoe Fish Stocking Assoc. accepts no liability for any injury, loss or damage to any person or property in the course of excursion, whether such injury or loss is due to, or alleged to be due to any neglect or default of the Somerset & Wivenhoe Fish Stocking Assoc. or of any official or agent hereof, and all competitors fully understand that in so participating, they do so entirely at their own risk and agree to abide by all rules and regulations.
16. All competitors must attend 5.00 AM or 8.00AM briefing at main compound prior to commencing fishing.

17. Eligible species are Australian Bass, Golden Perch (Yellowbelly), Silver Perch & Jewfish (Eel tailed catfish).  Mary River Cod & Saratoga are eligible as Catch & Release ONLY & must be carried within a suitable live well.

There are no divisions for Lungfish. Lungfish are totally protected.

18. Junior competitors are only eligible for junior prizes; senior competitors are only eligible for senior prizes.

19. All fish in competitor’s possession must be a minimum size as per DPI & Fisheries regulations.

20. Fishing commences at 6:00am Saturday and finishes 10:00am Sunday. Session times are:


Saturday. 6:00am – 11.30am & 2:00pm – 6:00pm. Sunday 6:00am – 10:00am.

21. Team Competitors must fish from the same vessel.
We would like you to remember

· Fires must be in provided locations only. A fire ban can be in place without notice.

· Any noxious, unwanted or introduced pest fish should be humanely destroyed & disposed of in the bins provided. Pest fish in Lake Somerset are Tilapia,  Banded Grunter, Fork-Tailed Catfish.

· All fish presented for Catch & Release must be carried inside an adequate, insulated live-well or icebox with working airation system. Fish held in buckets, bins and tubs are NOT acceptable for carrying live fish.

· A six (6) knot speed limit is currently in place in all waters north of Kirkleagh Point. North of orange buoys.

· Please keep excess noise to a minimum. No late night music or generators please.

· Please be patient at lines for measuring in fish & at boat ramps, if someone is having trouble at the ramp, why not help them.

· Please respect other competitor’s space & property.

· A random number will be drawn at 12:00 noon & 7:00pm Saturday & at Sunday main presentations. This is for the chance to win the Boat, Motor & Trailer packages (senior & junior). Competitors MUST be present & have their competitor cards with them. The chosen competitor will have ONE (1) minute to claim the prize. After ONE (1) minute the number will be re-drawn. This will continue until the competitor is present  within the given time frame.
· A Stocked Impoundment Permit (SIP) is required to fish at Lake Somerset.
· Remember that the Kirkleagh Klassic is a fund raiser for fish stocking initiatives & conservation projects in the region.
· Presentation of prizes will commence at approximately 12:00 noon, Sunday October 16. Competitors should be in attendance with their competitor cards to claim prizes.
